At the Inte rnationa | School , many student s follow a
one-year programm e whic h prepare s them for IGCSE
examsi n up to 8 subject s alongsid e intensiv e

teachin g in Englis h for academi c purposes (EAL). We
also offer a growing two - and three -year IGCSE
programm e for younger student s, which runs
alongsid e the current one-year programme. From
